II. Conditions of application (Nationality and Language)

1. Conditions of nationality

G. Transfer applicants

foreigners, who have graduated (or are planning to graduate) from a vocational college, or who
have completed at least two years of study at a domestic or foreign university or a school with
recognized equivalent qualifications, and who intend to transfer to the second or third year of
the university.

- Graduate course: Applicants who are admitted under the foreigner special admission system, who
have completed at least two semesters. of graduate school at a domestic or oversea university
or a school with recognized equivalent qualifications, and who plan to transfer to our graduate
school for at least two semesters.

- For transfer students who have been approved in the undergraduate and graduate foreign
(special) admission process, the transfer year/grade level and transferred credits may be adjusted
upon enrollment.

. All matters after admission shall be in accordance with the school rules and the regulations of the

Office of the International Affairs.

. In the case of visiting applications, it is based on the time when the university received the

applicant's application. In the case of mail reception, it is based on the time when mail was
received at the university.

Applicants are obligated to familiarize themselves with the details of the announcement of
successful applicants (schedule, notification method, other precautions, etc.) and check their
acceptance

. Applicants must always check the relevant posting on the school website (www.hansei.ac.kr) and the

website of the Office of the International Affairs(http://hsiec.hansei.ac.kr) and follow the guidance
during the screening period.

If you submit a portfolio (music major only), you can only accept songs in lItalian, German, French,
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English, and Korean. (Chinese songs are not allowed).

11. Make sure to check the degree name of the department and major you applied (Refer to the
department and major information page of the admission guide).

12. Submission documents will not be returned (if additional financial proof and other documents are
required for visa procedures, etc, two copies must be issued in advance and prepared).

13. Submit documents according to the instructed procedure

Affairs -> original submission]

14. For those who are scheduled to graduate, the final academic certificate should be supplemented by
the date designated by the Office of the International Affairs after submitting a graduation
certificate or enrollment certificate (if not submitted, acceptance we be canceled.)

15. For financial proof, Korean residents can only submit financial proof of a bank account in Korea in
their own name, and overseas residents can submit financial proof in their own name or in the
name of their parents (However, please contact the consulate that manages Korean visas in your
area to inquire about the validity period of the financial proof required when applying for a visa).

16. Alien registration certificate holders must submit a copy of the alien registration certificate when
applying for admission.

IV. Graduation requirements

1. Undergraduate and graduate students admitted through the special recruitment screening for
foreigners must submit their Test of Proficiency in Korean(TOPIK) Level 4 or higher (Level 3 or higher
in art and physical department) official score reports to the school until the designated day before
graduation before graduation.

2. Students admitted through the special recruitment screening for foreigners must meet the class
requirements set by the school rules and enforcement regulations of undergraduate and graduate
schools.

3. Students admitted through the special recruitment process for foreigners must meet other graduation
requirements set by each department (major).
